A SNIPPET FROM THE YEAR BOOK OF PRAYER: We who have such ready access to water cringe at the thought of women and children having to carry gallons of water a mile each day from a well to their home.  But that is exactly what people in Malawi were doing after all but one available well had failed.  Into this sad situation stepped the Presbytery of Cayuga-Syracuse.  They joined with their sister presbytery of Korea to raise $12,000 for the drilling of two new wells for the Blantyre area. People were touched by this need and $18,000 was raised and three new wells were built. So, thanks to the determination of Cayuga-Syracuse Presbytery to "do justice and love kindness" people of Blantyre received the vital gift of clean water.
