At one Mission affair in Tampa Bay, a pastor from Honduras, Juan Rodas, told of his longing for a decent pair of trousers when he was a boy.  Eventually he worked as a tailor’s apprentice and learned to make the trousers he dreamed of.  He worked long hours but managed to go to school and today he is a pastor in Honduras, an officer in the Presbytery of Honduras, and he makes trousers for children’s school uniforms.
