REPORT FROM CONGO

Two new doctors have been appointed to key positions at
IMCK. Dr. Beure Mbaindonadji, a urologist from the country
of Chad, has been made director of IMCK. Dr. Blaise Ndandu,
who did his residency at Good Shepherd Hospital and has
worked there in surgery, will be director of Good Shepherd
Hospital.

The problem of defective water pipes has not been solved.
Bernard Kabibu, IMCK administrator, reports that it is
unpleasant to work in the wards, particularly in the men’s
medicine and surgery wards where there is no water. The
health professionals who work in these wards cannot wash
their hands between cases nor can the patients use the
bathrooms or take showers. The work environment has
become unbearable and sanitarily dangerous.

However, several projects have been accomplished: the
hydroelectric plant has been repaired and there is electricity
where needed for the hospital and nursing school; necessary
drugs have been obtained, which has put an end to giving
prescriptions to patients who have had to buy the drugs in the
market or on the street; and the roof at the clinic in Kananga
has finally been replaced, helping to save that aging facility.
Our friend, Bernard, reports that these feats have been
accomplished through the organizations, such as Cranbury
First Presbyterian Church, sending support and thanks us for
caring about the medical work in the Congo.
