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From the Pastor…

From Pastor Rosanna…

Summer can be a fun time to catch up on reading or try different genres than during the rest of the year. I recently read Daniel Defoe’s Robinson Crusoe, one of those classic books that I’d been meaning to get to for some time. It’s a lively adventure story that was based in part on real-life experiences. The various turns of events cause the main character to draw on inner resources and show perseverance, and to reflect at times on God’s providence. The narrative also gives insights into some attitudes about life, the world and society that may have been taken for granted in 18th century Britain. 

Many books in the Bible include wonderful adventure stories related to the sea. In fact, Genesis itself begins with God sending his Word and Spirit over the watery chaos to bring order and life. The prophet Jonah in the Old Testament also comes to mind, of course. Jesus himself amazed his disciples when he first slept in the boat during a storm- like Jonah- but then actually made the storm stop at his command (Matthew 8). The wind and waves obeyed Jesus immediately, and the twelve marveled at who he could be to accomplish such a thing! John, the author of Revelation, was imprisoned on the Greek island of Patmos, but God inspired him there to write one of the most powerful books of the Bible. Paul himself had a dramatic ordeal at sea and was ship wrecked on his way to speak before the emperor in Rome (Acts 27-28). The whole book of Acts is teeming with vibrant accounts of miraculous, strange and impressive things that the Lord did through the apostles during the times of the early church, right after the risen Christ ascended to heaven. I commend each of these biblical books to you, and encourage you to find other examples that I’ve forgotten. Enjoy your summer reading!

WALKING IN FAITH

Deacon Stan Dickerson

More than 20 years ago there was a time when I experienced God grabbing me by the scruff of the neck, glaring down at me and saying, “Just when do you plan on listening to me?” This moment in time was followed by a tearful and reflective period for I was penniless, homeless and friendless. Since this born again rebirth, I have felt the Holy Spirit direct and lead me to a strong Christian understanding. Gone were the feelings of loneliness. I was to learn the Lord God would never let me down as my best friend. I came to learn that the first commandment, “Thou shall have no other gods before me,” meant that what God wanted me to do was before any other concerns in my life. I am not supposed to have the biggest house. I am not to have the most money. I am not supposed to work forever. I am not supposed to have the biggest car. All in all there is just no way that I can complain with the gifts that God has bestowed upon me.

Recently, I enjoyed an experience I wish to share. During my first year as a new member of the First Presbyterian Church of Cranbury, I decided that I would attempt to correct one of my faults. For you see, I have always found it hard to memorize names. And, so, with the church directory in hand, my wife, Helen, and I are doing our best to recognize people by name. One Sunday while I was busy trying to memorize names, I watched Helen walk over to someone, introduce herself and break into a conversation that lasted the entire after-church coffee hour. On the way home after church, I asked Helen who was the lady she was talking to? She said she sensed that the person was new to the church and went to her to say hello.
