From Pastor Rosanna...

“An Adolescent’s View of History”

You're most likely familiar with Jane Austen’s novels Sense
and Sensibility and Pride and Prejudice. You may have even
read Emma - featuring the only Austen heroine who is an
heiress -- or watched the recent film adaptation of it on PBS.
But did you know that Jane Austen also wrote “The History
of England” when she was sixteen? She gave this brief, clever
and humorous work the full title “The History of England
from the reign of Henry the 4th to the death of Charles the
1st” and indicated that it was “By a partial, prejudiced and
ignorant Historian.” She helpfully included the note that
“There will be very few Dates in this History.” Choosing to
remain anonymous, as she preferred throughout her life, Jane
dedicated the work to her dear sister: “To Miss Austen eldest
daughter of the Revd George Austen, this book is inscribed
with all due respect by The Author.” The talented Cassandra
drew a delicately-tinted portrait miniature of the relevant
monarch at the beginning of each section of the work.

Like much of Austen’s juvenilia, this work can cause the
reader to laugh out loud! Historian David Starkey, in his
introduction to Two Histories of England by Jane Austen and
Charles Dickens, indicates that Austen designed this piece as a
parody of the typically limited and biased histories prepared
for girls of her era. In this respect, her “History” is similar to
her insightful, if slightly irritating, posthumously-published
novel Northanger Abbey, which she also wrote as a teenager.
Northanger Abbey might at first seem to be simply a spoof or
commentary on the possible side-effects of reading too many
of the “horrid Gothic novels” that were popular in the late
seventeen hundreds. Instead of the fantastic and sometimes
bizarre plot lines of those novels, Austen shows that
sometimes the more grave dangers in life emanate from false
friends, or as our teens today might say, “frenemies.”
Similarly, this novel reveals the heartbreak one might feel on
discovering that his or her spouse was not really motivated
by true love but married for money. In order to write
convincingly about this type of novel, Austen had to be
familiar with them herself. In fact, in a letter she says that her
family members are “inveterate novel-readers” and not
ashamed to admit it!

What does an adolescent value in telling a history? It's
fascinating to note which details are highlighted and how
seemingly minor persons or random events can have an
impact on the flow of a people’s story. In Austen’s narrative,
she reflected on issues of trustworthiness and the
vulnerability of those in leadership-- say from a scheming
uncle who did not have one’s best interests at heart-- and
reflects on women’'s experiences more than a male author
might have. She referred the reader to Shakespeare’s works
and his depiction of historical figures, including women. Of
course, he was a dramatist and not necessarily committed to
presenting an impartial view- but perhaps that was one of the
points Austen intended to make.

After 275 years of Christians gathered here in Cranbury, I
wonder what our teenagers today have to say about this
church’s history. What would they deem significant and of
lasting importance? What people and events would our
young men and women want to delve into understanding
more deeply? So often in written histories and in the images
of art history, we may find out more about the views and
attitudes of the author’s or artist’s time and situation than
purely about the purported subject. How would this church’s
responses to living in Revolutionary times, or during the Civil
War, or the various challenges and blessings of the twentieth
century be addressed by today’s teens? As we celebrate our
church’s 275 years, let's not forget the perspective of our
current sixteen year olds (and our youth in general). Their
perspective is important and telling. It is also exciting to think
about the ways they are adding to this church’s history now
and will continue to do so in the future.

PEOPLE NEED SKEET’S PANTRY MORE THAN EVER

Our Cranbury Presbyterian “Skeet’s Pantry” is truly serving
our community in these times of financial stress and job loss.
Each month, we are seeing more and more families arrive at
our door.

Approximately 60 families, encompassing about 150 adults
and children, are currently making use of our pantry, and we
keep them in our prayers. It is a wonder that we continue to
have food for them. Like the loaves and fishes multiplied by
Christ, our church family has always helped to keep our
shelves stocked well enough to never have to turn someone
away.

But that gets more and more difficult in these hard times - so
please, keep Skeet’s Pantry in mind as you shop for your
family groceries. Just an extra can or jar of nourishing food
added to your cart and brought to church for our pantry can
make a big difference. We know times are tough for everyone
and we are so grateful for the open hearts which continue to
care about the pantry and neighbors in need.

Foods and Supplies in Particular Need:

Peanut Butter, Dish and Clothes Detergent, Macaroni and
Cheese, Tooth Paste and Tooth Brushes, Beans, Hand Soap,
Canned vegetables and fruits, Breakfast Cereals of all types,
Tuna Fish (any and all nutritious canned and jar foods with
current expiration dates)

If you or a family you know needs the help of our Skeet’s
Pantry, here is how it works: The pantry provides two bags
of a variety of foods to each family, plus a selection of
additional foods and items we may happen to have in a
particular month. For example, a cooperative effort of farms
in our area has been making fresh vegetables and fruits
available for our volunteers to pick up and bring back to the
pantry. One of our church families has also frequently been
able to provide fresh breads, bagels, etc. We try to make good
use of whatever is available and a source of healthy food for
people.

The pantry is open on the third Friday morning of each
month, from 8:30a.m. to 11:30a.m. in our Fellowship Hall. All
a family needs to do is arrive during those hours. They sign in
and then we help them with the food they need.
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MISSION MATTERS

The Annual BREAD FOR THE WORLD Offering of Letters
will be held sometime this spring. It will emphasize the need
to make progress on two key components of any successful
effort to end U.S. hunger: helping low-income families make
ends meet and ensuring that children have access to
nutritious food.

Congress will be considering tax policy because a significant
group of tax cuts and tax credits enacted in previous years
will expire in 2010 and Congress must decide which ones to
renew or change. The Offering will urge Congress to make
improvements in the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) and
the Child Tax Credit. In coming issues, we shall make clear
just what this tax is and how it assists families.

The Offering will impress upon policymakers that ending
childhood hunger requires a broader array of policies that
address the issue of poverty as well as strong nutrition
programs aimed at low-income children and their families.
Poverty-focused development assistance is offering new
opportunities partly as a result of the president's announcing
last April a new US initiative to address world hunger by
strengthening agriculture and food security in poor countries.
Billions over the next three years have been committed by
other donor countries to agricultural development--a critical
area since, as we are aware, most of the world's poor people
earn their living as small-scale farmers.

It is a pleasure to report that the two retiring offerings our
church had for Haiti raised $4,292. This amount--and many
thanks to all who contributed--plus $2,000 from Endowment
Fund interest, has been sent to Presbyterian Disaster
Assistance, earmarked for Haiti. In addition, $3,000, also
from the Endowment Fund interest, has been sent to the
Albert Schweitzer Hospital in Haiti, to which we have given
support for many years.

Connie Bauder, chairman of the Senior Fellowship, reported
that thirty-six persons enjoyed the January hot dog and beans
luncheon and the Show and Tell program which followed.
Anne Gordon stated that new people continue to go to
Trenton Area Soup Kitchen on the first Thursday of the
month.

Hunger still is a major problem, sad to report. In January, 160
persons were served from Skeet's Pantry on the Friday when
generous bags of food are available for pick-up by those
needing assistance. This effort has been helped by food from
Farmer’s Against Hunger. Helen and Stan Dickerson and
Walter Wright have been instrumental in picking up this
food.

The Annual ONE GREAT HOUR OF SHARING offering will
be held on March 28. Watch for future information about this
offering. The $100,000 that PDA sent to Haiti immediately
after the earthquake disaster came from OGHS. So, if you
contributed last year, you, in essence, were in Haiti very early
in its time of need! Where will you be next?

You will recall that we have as special missionaries Nancy
and Michael Haninger who work in the Republic of the
Congo. Since they are in the States on compassionate leave,
John and Gwenda Fletcher are in the Congo with John
serving as interim director of the CPC medical program.
They write of the difficulty of their first two months as John
began working his way through a backlog of patients that
had been waiting for him, with one complex surgical problem
after another. They visited the seven CPC bush hospitals
which John supervises in coordination with the staff at each
hospital and the church leadership. They were greeted by
Congolese Presbyterians, singing, dancing, flower-throwing,
grateful for the support of American Presbyterians--people
like you and me--who sustain and hearten them.

Planned Giving at First Presbyterian Church

Annual support for the missions and ministries of our Church
comes primarily from the generous support of member
pledges and weekly offering receipts.

Dear Church Family,

This year I was asked by the Mission, Service and Grants Committee to offer insight regarding the One Great Hour of
Sharing Offering. In thinking about how to present this to the congregation, I found myself looking at a lot of the history of
how One Great Hour of Sharing all started. One Great Hour of Sharing started over 60 years ago with a Saturday evening
nationwide broadcast in response to the devastation of WWII. The broadcast, encouraged by a variety of national leaders
and celebrities, asked Americans to give to their churches for this cause. On the following Sunday morning more than
75,000 churches responded to the call.

Today the offering totals around 20 million dollars a year and PC(USA) has received offerings between 8 and 11 million
dollars a year over the last 20 years.

This
offering, along with the Christmas Joy Offering, are the 2 special offerings that do not stay local. These funds are used
worldwide.

In March, I will be doing a minute for mission and distributing inserts in the weekly bulletins. I will also be posting flyers
throughout the church halls informing the congregation how their past and future contributions change people’s lives
through One Great Hour of Sharing. We will be collecting in the month the March ending on Palm Sunday, March 28.

Your contribution, no matter what it is can change someone’s life after a disaster, or provide food for the hungry, as well as
provide assistance to help a family become more self-sufficient. So please keep your eyes open for One Great Hour of
Sharing envelopes that you will find in your pews, or make out a check to the First Presbyterian Church and in the memo
box indicate you're offering with OGOS and place your check in a separate envelope in the offering plate (please do not use
your regular offering envelope for the OGHS offering because the counting team could very easily misclassify your
offering).
